Super Seminar Saturday, In Review

Wow, I just attended my first Super Seminar Saturday. I have been attending CoDA meetings just under a year. I heard all about the last
one but I was not able to attend. Now I understand what all the fuss was about. This Seminar has given me a lot to think about.
The day’s theme was “Letting Go” The opening speaker discussed dealing with change, reminding us of the changes that have occurred
in our world over the past century. He emphasized how accepting change is an important part of letting go. How we are ultimately
powerless over it. I realize that change has to occur in order for me to grow and heal. My fear of change can impede my growth if I give
in to it.

The following two speakers discussed CoDA and spirituality. This section was entitled “Am I having a Codependent
Relationship with my Higher Power?” It had not occurred to me that my relationship with my Higher Power could be harmful. The
following was inspired by listening to the speakers and reading the handout, we were given. My goal as a member of Codependence
Anonymous is to learn how to have healthy relationships. I struggle with feelings of anger and abandonment towards God about my
childhood. I was taught not question HIS authority. It became easier not to believe in God than deal with my negative feelings towards
him. A large part of my recovery has been connecting with a higher power of my own understanding, learning to trust and believe. I
now realize before I can do this I need to address my negative feelings, which began as a child. I have a hard time feeling worthy of
God’s love. The God of my youth failed me as far as I was concerned. I remember praying, asking for God’s mercy, while enduring the
pain and suffering as the hands of abusive parents, who I believe were incapable of nurturing, loving and caring for their children. It
seemed my prayers went unanswered. Because of my parents inability to love me I deemed myself unlovable and unworthy. The God I
was raised with was angry, critical, judgmental and punishing, just like my parents. How can I expect myself to trust and have faith in
this kind of power? It appeared my purpose in life was suffering. Not only was this my experience but it was what I was taught though
religion. I could not trust the process as a child because if I did not take control; of the situation I got hurt. I thought I had more power
than I really did. I thought I had to lie, cheat. Steal and manipulate to get my needs met. It seemed no matter what I did or did not do I
was always wrong. I decided suffering is what God wants for me, so the more suffering the better. I saw no other choice but, to embrace
my suffering. I remain stuck when I continue to believe this is what God wants of me. I revel and wallow in it. Because I feel unlovable
and unworthy. I think I constantly need to prove my worth to myself and others. Staying codependent ensures suffering thus my sick
thinking tells me I am pleasing the God of my childhood. Therefore, I need a complete overhaul on my concept of a higher power. I now
believe God’s plan for me is not suffering after all. A healthier concept of a higher power for me would be loving, gentle and accepting.

The keynote speaker’s story was touching, humorous and relatable. It amazes me the common thread we share despite our
diversity. I enjoyed the analog she used about how we are all sailing our own ships. When we jump on someone else’s ship and try to
start steering it, there is no one to steer our own. She touched on the concept of actually getting to know someone before jumping into a
relationship.

The last group I went to was a “Feel Good” exercise. I was uncomfortable at first but it was well worth it in the end. The leader
handed out a list of wonderful affirmations. We formed a circle with a chair in the middle. Each of us taking a turn in the middle seat
with our eye’s shut, while the group gave them affirmations from the list. This was a powerful and emotional experience. Tears were
shed. The air in the room was thick with love by the end. We talked about our tendencies to want to argue with people when being
complimented. I have learned not accepting compliments can be insulting to the giver. This exercise was a good way to let others love us
until we learn to love ourselves. I know now to simply say “Thank You” when someone says something nice about me and try to hold it
in my heart as long a possible.

At the conclusion of the seminar, I was feeling good and had a lot of information to mull over. I learned some new tools and
felt connected in the spirit of recovery and actually had an epiphany about needing to change my concept of a higher power while
writing this article. I am grateful to those of you who organized and participated. I recommend Super Seminar Saturday highly.
